Remember, a zine can be
made in many different
ways so materials can vary!

Fold + Cut your paper.
This one sheet of paper will
become the pages of your 8
page mini zine. Use the guide
on the back of this page for
reference. 

03
Number your pages.
This step is easy! — but it's
important. 

04
Content Creation!
Open your zine so it lays flat. 
Fill the pages using your page 
numbers as a guide.
